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INTRODUCTION

This document is a compilation of information from nine sources. It rcprcseds a best efort to
reconstruct the Battalion's historical tactical rccord during its first year in Viet-Nam Because of
gaps in the available informatioq some months arc not as thrcughly depicted as others. It is hoped
that with time and the addilion of other sources, these gaps wil b€ filed and the record fully
reconstructed.

One of the more diffcult problems to resolve was the use of UTM coordinates to define unit
locations. Some ofthe UTM coodinates in this document have been flagged with an asterisk. They
have been changed to reflect a more appropriate (and hopefi ly corect) location for the activities that
took place there. A few were left unchanged as there were no clues as to their correct location, and
a few were crcat€d based upon information found in the referenaed text. Many of the original
coordinates were either in Cambodia or as much as 20-50 kilometers otrin South Vieham.

I 0 Aueust (Wednesday): The 2d Platoon ofAlpha Company conducts its first reconnaissance patrol.

l3 Aueust (Saturday): Specialist Fourth Class Mentzer ofBravo Cornpany is killed/dies (Dilkes).

i November (Satuday): Phase II of Paut Revere Ms initiated (Maccanigle: 70)'

10 November (Thursday): Late in the evening the battalio4 receives a charge ofmission to assist a
civiliao inegular defense group (CIDG) strike force, a part ofTask Force Prcng, trapped near a dry
salt flat known as Poli Wali west ofPlei Djereng at coordinate YA 572555. The call finds Bravo
Company in the fire support base at coordinate YA 717535 with the battalion support elements (the



recon and nlortar platoons, and Bravo Battery,4/42) northwest ofplei Djereng, Charlie Company
3000 me1€rs northeast ofthe lire supporl base, and Alpha Company southwesl ofthe fire support
base (Dilkes: 25, Marshall: 137).

I 1 November (Friday): Aiph4 Charlie, and the firc support base elements conduct a combat assault
into the vicinity ofcoordinate YA 596580* and establish the Red wa'ior Landing Zone and Fire
Support Base, approximately 2200-2500 meters east of the Cambodian border. Simultaneously
Bravo Company airlifts into a landing zone in the vicinity of coodinate yA 5g6597*, within loob
meters ofthe cambodiao border. The battalion's mission is to provide fire support and relieffor the
trapped CIDG strike force. Firc support is 10 be provided by Bravo Battery,4s Battalior! 42"d
A-rtillery (105 towed). Enemy resistance is encountered during the ensuing insetions and results in
the loss of three heiicopters within 800 meterc ofthe landing zone.

By 1200 Charlie Company and Bravo Battery are well into their airlift into the new laDding zone,
leaving Alpha Company back in the old fire support base to act as a resewe, and the recon platoon
out on patol, Between 1400 and 1430 the CIDG breaks contact with the enemy, and Bruvo
Company links up with them. Bravo Company then sets up an ambush at coordimte yA 572555
south ofPali Wali, engages four NVA soldiers, and kills one. Alpha Company begins to arive at
the new battalion ianding zone at about 1745, completing the transitiol (Dilkes: 27-31, H],motr: 54,
Williams: 4, Marshall: 137-146, MacGarrigle: 73).

12 November (SatrEday)i Alpha Company departs the fire suppolt base to locale three downed
helicopterc and to attempt to rescue the crews. Charlie Company is lefr behind to man the pedmeter,
while both mortar sections (81mm and4,2 iDch) assist the 4/42 in providing fire support. Charlie
Company is tasked ro conduct a patrol around the fue support base perimeier. the patrot departs
at 0730 and closes back into the fire suppoft base by 1630. Alpha Compaay encounters sporadic
snemy resistance, locates two ofthe aircraft, lescues four creumen, and recovers five friendly KIAs.
At 1810, Alpha Company, while completing several secondary missions en route back to the fire
suppoft base, comes under mortar attack. At 1900, shortly after Alpha Compaoy has closed into the
fire supporl base. the fire support base comes under a major ground attack. The attack conlitlues
until2130, and by moming an estimated 500 mo(ar rounds have fallen on the battalion. Air cover
and artillery fire throughout the night keep the enemy forces at bay. Sweeps conducted at fiIst light
around the perimeter rcveal 91 enemy ICAs and two prisolerc ofwar. Intenogation ofthe prisonlrs
indicate they are fiom the 88rh NVA Regiment. Friendly casualties included {1 battalion WIAs and
flve KIAs fiom Charlie Company: Corporal Walker, Specialist Fourth Class Fulner. pdvate First
Class Alderson, Private Blackwell, and Private First Class Bocook (Hymotr;54-56, Wiliams:4-5,
Marchall: 147, Maccarigle: 74).

13 November (Sundar: Ae al observation ofthe sunounding tenain reveals approximately 400
enemy KlAs among the trees and foliage. The battalion is ordered to displace ftom Red Warlior
Landing zone to a new location 2000 met€N southeast ofthe battle area in the vicinity ofcooldinate
YA 781363 + (MacGanigle:74, Will iams:5).
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22 Novembcr (Tuesday): The Pelsormel Roster @A Form 305-3) prepared by the AG Data
Processing DivisiorL USARPAC lists by name 171 enlisted personnel assigned to Charlie Company.

23 November (Wednesday): The recon platoon is attached to Alpha Conpany as a reserve force (Hill:
20).

24 November (Thursday): Alpha Company makes contact with a! NVA trail watcher. Private
Weinberg is on point when he and a North Vietnames€ Army soldier encounter each other. After
exchanging gunfire, both iodividuals are found dead (HilL 2 I ).

25 Novemb€r (Friday): Alpha Company and the recon platoon enjoy a hot Tharksgiving dinner flown
out by battalion. A CIDG platoon shales the meal (Hill).

DECEMBER 1966

I December (Thusdag: Charlie Company is malloing the p€rimeter ofthe fre support base in the
vicinity ofcoordinaie YA 584549*, while Alpha Compaoy is on Hill346 (coordinate YA 584543*)
overlooking the frc support base. Bravo Company is in a defensive position h the vicinity of
coordinate YA 585555*, and is approxirnately 1500 meters nodh ofthe fre support base @ilkes:
53. Marshall: 176).

2 December (Friday): Alpha (107 rnen) and Bravo Companies dcpad theh night positions at about
the same time (0730) with a mission to maneuver to the southwest and cooverge on another piece
of high terain about 1700 met€rs away. At approximately 0900 Alpha Company rnakes chanae
contact with a rehforced North Vietnamese platoon at coordinate YA 5 80540. Within an hour Bravo
Company links up with Alph4 and by 1230 both units aro conducting a sweep over the enemy
positioq resulting in 16 enemy KIAs and two prisorcrs ofwar' Friendly casualties are four KlAs
(Private First Class Jones and First Lieutenant Eoari ofAlpha Company, and Plivate First Class Gill-
Boy and Specialist Fourth Class Campos ofBravo Corpany) and l3 WIAS (Specialist Fourth Class
Mumm4 Specialis Fou(h class Redcey, specialis Fourth Class Peak, Sergeant Edmonds, Speciaiist
Fourth Ctass Wysocki, Specialist Fourth Class Barbusa, Private Fhst Clsss Alexander, Specialist
Fourth Class Stewart, Sergeant Reyes Cruz, and Specialis Class James Brown ofAlpha Compary;
aid Private Fi$t Class Bare[ Private Fist Class Lucas, and Staff Sergeant Marler of Bravo
Company) (Dilkes: 53, Marshal: 177-200, Wiliams: 5).

13 December (Tuesday): StatrSergeant Priddy and Specialist Fourth Class Green ofAlpha Company
are killed/die (Dilkes).

17 December (Satudar: Private First Class Lee ofCharlie Cornparry is kille<Vdies @ilkes).

20 December (Tu€sda9: The battalion's panicipation in Opention Paul Revele IV ends. The
battalion celebrates its fus year ofsuccess by retuming to its base camp at Dragon Mounta!! where
it remahs until the New Year. During the b,reak thg troops get to s€€ a Bob Hope Chrismas show,
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and panicipate in a nemorial rrvice fo! the 21 Red Wariors who gave their lives for thet country
(Dilkes: 69, Williarns: p.5, Hill).

I5 Julv (Saturday): In the frst oftwo follow-up reports to the July 128 i-trtcident, tl.f Stq.s and Stripes
printed an interview of Second LieuteDrnt Gary Rassea the platoon leader of 2d platoon, by
renowned repoder Peter A.rnett. In the intewi€w, titled ,,Hurt, Cut Ofl 5 GIs Fight Way to
Safety,"Lieutenant Rasser recounts his miraculous suwilal giving credit to those who fought along
side of him as they madc their way tl[ough enemy lines affer being cut ofr and out-munbered.
Lieutcnant Rasser stated that his "...ordeal began when bis under strength l8-mea platoon was sent
forward to the reliefofamther platoon surrounded on a small hill by enemy troops. They themselves
were soon cut ofi" The rcpolt goes on to detail the loss of all commnd and conlrol within the
company when the commander was killed, and how Lieutenant Rasse! and a few others fnally made
it back to the fiiendly lines they had staded out fiom 5 hours earlier (S&,9, page: 4).

The second story on the same page, titled "Battered GIs Hur$ Missing," cluonicles the eforts rnade
by the battalion to locatc the missing members ofBravo Company. The report was caried on the
AP wile, but had !o by-line or credir. The banalion commander, Lieutenant ColoDel Corey Wright
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is quoted in the rcpolt as saying that ths "...outnumber cotnpany gavg a magnificent acaount of

thernselves. killing I l0 of the enemy lroops." The story funher indicates that all hope for any more

survivors faded when one lJvtIA who bad been found alive by pretendiDg 10 be dead, rcpoded seeing

wounded men being shot by the Nodh vietna$ese as they searched the battlefield alter the shattered

American force withdrew.
